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Foreword

It is with great pleasure that | introduce the Draft National Budget for FY 2025-2026. The Budget includes
a Macroeconomic outlook and objectives such as price stability and Government policy priorities for
stabilizing the economy and reducing inflation which has implications for the Government and society as
a whole. The Government is committed to achieving and maintaining macro and micro-economic stability
to achieve sustainable development, broad economic growth and consolidate peace as well.

The Draft National Budget was based on data collected from National Institutions such as; the Ministry of
Petroleum, the National Bureau of statistics, and the Bank of South Sudan with the analysis from the
Directorate of Budget and Revenue Policy, Macro Planning, Petroleum and Aid Coordination, we were able
to estimate and project our Resource envelope for the FY 2025-2026 National Budget.

The Government experiences challenges during the execution of FY 2024-2025 characterized by heavy
reliance on oil exports, making it vulnerable to global market fluctuations and regional instability,
particularly the conflict in Sudan leading to widespread poverty and humanitarian crises. The country’s
challenges in diversifying its economy and improving public financial management, coupled with a sharp
increase in imports, reflecting food imports to address weakness in domestic production, and capital
imports to provide for an increase in capital investment and the prices of oil.

The Global, regional and domestic economic challenges hampered the implementation of FY 2024/25
budget. However, there were some successes as well made as a promise to our people, closing the gap of
the long-accumulated Salary arrears, no more borrowing from the Bank of South Sudan (Overdrafts), and
we can contain Government Spending on salaries and operations within collections from Taxes.

In this 2025/26 FY budget, Ministry of Finance and Planning (MoFP) put in place some measures aim in
revenue-raising through supporting reforms in tax administration, enforcing full implementation of tax
exemptions policy, tapping revenues from minerals sector and agricultural investments. MoFP has also
undertaken some financing options which include exchange rate realignment and allocation of some funds
for repayment of interests for the existing loans to reduce debt distress and relatively improve the
country’s ability to secure new loans.

The fiscal policy for FY 2025/26 seeks to support key priority activities, through continued implementation
of the fiscal consolidation designed to accelerate economic recovery. The policy aims to reduce the fiscal
deficit from 45% in the 2024/25 to 18% in 2025/26. This adjustment is driven by the stabilization of oil
production, revenue mobilization, and improved tax compliance.

The proposed expenditure ceilings were approved by the Economic Cluster stands at SSP 8.580 trillion
while the projected revenue for FY 2025/2026 amounts to SSP 7.007 trillion. Oil accounts for SSP 5.219
trillion, forming 74 per cent of the total revenue estimates whereas the non-oil revenue sums to SSP 1.788
trillion, aggregating to 26 per cent of the Revenue totals. The estimated National Revenue will be used to
improve livelihoods, sustaining peace and Investment in critical social services and agriculture

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EXTERNAL ECONOMIC ENVIRONMENT

1.1 GLOBAL AND REGIONAL ECONOMIC SITUATION

The global economy is recovering from the series of shocks, and the warfare in
United State of America had an additional setback or shock to the continuing global
economic recovery. The USA series of new tariff measures and countermeasures by
its trading partners have been announced and implemented, ending up in near-
universal US tariffs on April 2 and bringing effective tariff rates to levels not seen in
a century. This shock may negative affect the global real GDP growth, slow trade
facilitation and slow movement of economic activities by tariff’s-induced supply
chain distraction which is practically witnessed in both developed and developing
global economies.

In reference to the International Monetary Fund (IMF) updated on the World
Economic Outlook in April 2025, global growth is projected to drop to 2.8 percent
in 2025 and 3 percent in 2026, down from 3.3 percent for both years in the January
2025 and 2026. This downgrade from January forecasts, was trigate by trade tensions
that let to rising trade barriers, policy shifts, and increased policy uncertainty. The
report emphasizes the need for policy adjustments to manage the growth-inflation
trade-off, rebuild buffers, and address underlying imbalances.

Globally, inflation is projected decline to 4.3 per cent in 2025, from an improvement
of 5.7 per cent in 2024. Advanced economies are projected to achieve an average
inflation of 2.3 per cent while emerging markets and developing economies will
stabilize at 4.8 per cent, whereas global oil prices per barrels is projected to decline
in 2025 and 2026 from $66.94 and $62.4 per barrels due market demand and
consumption shift to other sources of energy paradox.

REGIONAL ECONOMIC SITUATION; The EAC real GDP growth is projected
at 5.5% in 2025/26, outpacing both “the global average of 2.8 and 3% and the Sub-
Sahara Africa growth rate of 3.8% and 4.2% respectively. The highest growth
outlook for 2025/26 was mainly due to robust performance in sectors such
agriculture, construction, and service sectors, supported by sound policies and
macroeconomic stability.

DOMESTIC ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENTS

The South Sudan economy real GDP is projected to increase in FY 2025-2026.
The provisional estimate, real GDP is to grow by 5.3 per cent which is much higher
than the previous fiscal year 2024-2025 (-8.8 per cent) with nominal GDP of SSP
20,672. This increase was accelerated by the full resumption of DAR blend oil
production and rapid growth in nonoil sector.
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We see three headwinds facing South Sudan’s economy in the coming years: firstly,
we expect investment in South Sudan to slow due to high commodity prices. South
Sudan is a net importer of almost everything including energy and consumable
commodities. Hence, commodity prices lead to higher import bills and weigh on
savings and investment. Furthermore, higher inflation induced by higher commodity
prices has pushed central banks around the world to tighten their monetary policy.
Secondly, the slowing global economic backdrop will also weigh on South Sudan’s
economy, though the impact of growth is less significant on the other export-oriented
economies.

Lastly, the outbreak of the Russian-Ukraine war triggered commodity prices to surge.
Therefore, there is the expectation that prices stay elevated through the end of 2022
before moderating slightly in FY 2023-24. This will put upside pressure on inflation
globally and will erode consumer purchasing power. The impact is more acute in
South Sudan than in developed markets as imported food and energy account for
72.0% of its CPI basket.

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ANNUAL INFLATION PERFORMANCE & OUTLOOK

The annual growth of the inflation rate is targeted to be 41.4 per cent for FY 2024-
25 and 15.5 per cent growth rate is expected by the end of the period by June 2025-
2026. Inflationary pressure has been building up in recent months as domestic and
imported food prices continue to declined due to more domestic production market
food supply, higher tariffs costs and higher transport costs discourages more traders.

INFLATION OUTLOOK
Near-term inflation is expected to be volatile with low-speed movement for the

following reasons. First, declined in global inflation and other commodity prices will
strengthen domestic resilience to domestic production and the economy recovers.
Second, reduction in supply-chain bottlenecks as bank of South Sudan target building
the reserve position that can buy 4.5 month of import, Third, significant labour supply
in government key priority sectors will continue generating more economic activities
thus reducing pressure on wages and thus goods and services prices.

In the longer term, as supply-chain disruptions subside, inflation within some
consumer price categories is expected to ease. Shifts of spending back toward
services should also ease demand for goods and restrain goods inflation. Meanwhile,
the South Sudan Pound against dollar is likely to strengthen as the Bank of South
Sudan tightens monetary policy, putting upward pressure on the cost of imports.

2.2. Exchange rates

The official average exchange rate amounted to SSP/USD 4,491.8 compared to SSP/USD
2,359.92 in Q1 of FY-2024-2025 about 55% depreciations while parallel market rate stood at
average of SSP/USD 5,918.54 in Q4 compared to SSP/USD 4,344.04 in Q1 about 36%
depreciation in the same period. These huge devaluations were accelerated by reduction of
foreign exchange auction, speculation of the future prices by foreigners, high demand to
finance the absorptions capacity by government.

Devaluation makes imports and loan repayment expensive in the budget execution hence,
creates deficits in the budget. However, whether these depreciations and destabilization can be

sustained depend on whether these expectations reflect shifts in economic fundamentals.

2.3. Balance of payments and Trade development in 2024-2025.

The Balance of Payments (current account + capital account) in South Sudan is dominated by
the oil sector. Relatively low oil production compared to 2009 and 2011, of which everything
is exported, results in high goods exports figures. The positive contribution of oil exports to
the balance of payments is partly offset by an outflow of income sent to the foreign owned oil
companies as well as to the Sudan. Therefore, 2022-2024 imports increased by 5% compared
to 3% in 2022-2023 while export of goods and service decline from -6% in 2022-2023 to -7%
2023-2024

24.1 FY 2025-2026 Government Share of Profits oil and Revenues;

Government oil production from oil companies were projected at average gross total daily
production of 156,000 barrels per day. Where DPOC account for 95,000 barrels per day, GPOC
with 50,000 barrels per day and SPOC with 11,000 barrels per day, with government profits
shared of 36.6%. These gives a total gross production for FY 2025-2026 amounting to 56.94
million barrels with 19.34 million barrels as total government share of profit oil compared to
preliminary outturns of 17.52 million barrels and share of profits of 10.91 million barrels in
2024-2025. The assumptions for the increases were lingered around the resumption of DAR

blend and renovation taking place along the pipelines.

2.4.2 FY 2025-2026 Resource envelope and Budget

FY 2025-26 total resources are estimated at SSP 7,007.5 trillion, about 34 percent of nominal
GDP with the growth rate of 77 per cent from FY2024-25 outturns budget. Of which the
government oil revenues are SSP 5.219 trillion contributing to a growth rate of 75 per cent
from previous year outturns, about 34 percent of GDP and the government non-oil (Tax)

revenues are estimated at SSP 1.78 trillion about 9 percent of GDP with a growth rate of 82

percent from the previous fiscal year outturns.

The projected growth in government revenues on oil, tax and non-tax were accelerated by the

provision resumption of DPOC and the SSRA tax policies measures as well as projected

economic growth prospect in the country.

Government expenditure Development;

Total government expenditures for FY 2025-2026 comprises of recurrent, net acquisition of
financial assets (capital) and amortization (principal repayments). Government total
expenditure for the FY 2025-2026 is proposed at SSP 8.758 trillion about 26 percent of GDP
compared to SSP 5.433 trillion in outturns of FY 2024-2025.

This was triggered by recurrent expenditures accounts for SSP 5.31 trillion about 62 percent
of a total budget and 26 percent of GDP, Net acquisition of financial assets of SSP 2.4651
trillion about 29 percent of total spending and 12 percent of GDP and amortization amounting
to SSP 802.2 billion, about 9 percent of the total spending and 4 percent of GDP respectively.
The higher expenditures in this year budget are accelerated by the upcoming elections in 2026
and financing the humanitarian operations and the resumption of the capital spending on roads
construction project.

To achieve the above spending the government will purely have to adapted the fiscal and
structural policies in order to achieved macroeconomic stability and fiscal sustainability in the

country.

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2.4.5 FY 2025-26 Government Spending by functional classification of the Government
(Sectors)
As can be perceived from Table 15 below, budget allocation to the Economic function, Public
Administration and infrastructure account for a large share of total spending by 24 , 16 and 15
percent about 6 and 4 percent of GDP in aggregation. This indicate that Government’s
commitment to addressing the economic and infrastructure development challenges of the
people of South Sudan is a priority. Allocating more budget to Economic function sectors like
Ministry of Petroleum, Finance, trade, Mining etc and to capital budget (road and other capital
projects) for improving infrastructure and creating a more conducive environment for
investment and diversification to achieved economic growth and development. Again the
FY2025-2026 budget has suggestively increased budget allocations to Public Administration
categorically on the bases of increased human capital to increase productivity in the public

sectors development, while other sectors bear the minimum contributions.

2.4.6 FISCAL BALANCE

In view of a likely shortfall scenario for domestic revenue, the Overall balance (fiscal deficit)
or Financing gap is estimated at 8 per cent of GDP amounting to SSP 1.571 trillion in FY 2025-
26. The financing gap may need to be financed largely through oil and exchange rates prices
differentials (difference between brent oil prices and South Sudan Nile and Dar blend prices),
The gap as a per cent of the GDP is expected to elevate further as the government of Sudan
may turn in for the increase in tariffs, uncertainty of pipeline shocks, flood, and other shocks
that may arise.
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2.4.7¢ Financing (amortization/Principal and Interest Payment in Proposed FY 2025-
2026 Budget.

Government of South Sudan contracted loans from different creditors i.e Multilateral, Bilateral
and Commercial Creditors as shown in table below (16a and 16b).

FY 2025-2026 total amortization and interests amounted to USD 187.3 million an equivalent
amount of SSP 842 .4 billion.

5.1 FISCAL POLICY OBEJCTIVES AND TARGET FOR FY 2025-26

5.2 Overview

The contraction in output and ensuing fall in revenues resulted in increased government deficits
and financing requirements. The objective of this fiscal policy is to; fully implement peace,
Improve agriculture to stabilize economic growth without compromising macroeconomic
stability and debt sustainability. The macroeconomic strategy, therefore, is to enhance returns
from public investment through the implementation of policies that boost efficiency in public
investment, increase domestic revenue mobilization efforts and maintain price stability.
Therefore, the fiscal stance for FY 2025-26 takes an expansionary approach to drivel the

economy towards a recovery path.

5.3 FISCAL POLICY

The Government shall maintain a sustainable fiscal balance through effective management of
public finance in line with PFM while pursuing an expansionary fiscal stance. As a prudent
financing strategy and to ensure debt sustainability, the Government shall resort to borrowings
at the lowest possible costs only after exhausting the possibilities of obtaining the required

financing in the form of grants
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5.4 Fiscal Policy objectives and Targets
In possession with the fiscal policy statement, maintaining appropriate fiscal support remains
critical to ensure that the recovery does not unravel, but with an eye toward sustainability and
longer-term objectives. Hence, FY 2025-26 budget aims to satisfy the fiscal objectives by
setting the following fiscal targets:
A) Fiscal Policy Objectives;

1. Minimum GDP growth of about 5.3 per cent with (share of oil to GDP of 80.9%

and nonoil (taxes) of 16.4 per cent.

2. Recurrent expenditure to be covered by domestic revenue; and

3. Public debt remained below 25 per cent of GDP.
b). Fiscal policy Target

e Contain fiscal deficit between 8 and not more than 10 percent of GDP.

To achieve the above policy targets for FY 2025-26, the Government will pursue the
following strategic measures:
1. Strengthen Resource Mobilization
The Government will continue to strengthen tax administration to enhance compliance and
revenue collection. Considering the impact of the inflation on businesses and personal
incomes, the Government will review tax exemptions, deferrals, and waiver of specific fees
and implement targeted fiscal measures to ensure business continuity and growth.
With these measures, the domestic revenue for FY 2025-26 is estimated to improve further in

the near term.

2. Expansionary Fiscal Stance

To ensure ‘Sustained Economic growth and Stability for a Resilient Recovery’ an expansionary
fiscal stance has to be adopted. Accordingly, at least a higher percentage of the planned capital
outlay has to be allocated for the FY 2025-2026 to ensure that the central government budgetary
bodies receive the adequate capital budget for priority activities to support resilient economic
recovery.
3. Stimulating Aggregate Demand

The government is planning to allocate a considerable fiscal stimulus to support economic
activities, boost private sector participation, generate employment and improve aggregate

demand. The Government will continue to provide a budget in the form of annual grants to the
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State Government and block grants to the Budgetary Central government Bodies to provide
flexibility, ownership and accountability in budget execution.

In addition, the targeted fiscal and monetary measures will be continued to ensure business
continuity. However, in case of any unforeseen shock may affect capital budget utilization

which may slow down consumption and aggregate demand.

4. Sustainable Level of Fiscal Balance

Maintaining fiscal balance at a sustainable level has always been the key anchor of fiscal policy.
In line with this goal, the average fiscal deficit for the last two fiscal years has been contained
within 6 per cent of GDP For the FY 2023 up to 2024, considering the need for a high level of
investment in the economy to support economic recovery, the estimated fiscal deficit has been
increasing from -3 to -1 per cent of GDP. However, the fiscal target is to contain within 8 per
cent of GDP to ensure sustainable fiscal balance and debt sustainability through optimal

utilization of the budget besides mobilizing additional resources.

5. Managing Public Debt

Public debt management is guided by the constitutional mandate of ensuring “that the servicing
of public debt will not place an undue burden on future generations.” The government will
prioritize borrowing from external concessional windows to lower the financing cost, while
meeting balance funding needs from the domestic market if need be and therefore, the
government will continue managing public debt in such a manner that the public sector’s
financing needs and debt service obligations are met promptly, at the lowest possible cost to
ensure that the financing decisions are prudent and public debt is maintained at a sustainable
level.

6. Macro-Fiscal Framework Statement (MFF)

The MFF provides a macroeconomic assumption for two-three years based on matreeconomics
updates considering the emerging international or domestic shocks like flooding, as well as the

impact of external-domestic warfare.

The framework also consists of fiscal outcomes for the last ten fiscal years and estimates for

the current year. The targets formulated for revenue and expenditure serve as a basis for
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determining the FY 2025-2026 resource envelope for a sustainable fiscal path. Hence, the MFF
is an important tool for fiscal policy and fiscal management, promoting fiscal discipline and
transparency, thereby ensuring appropriate resource allocation and forecast beyond the annual

planning horizon.

However, in the medium term, the fiscal balance is projected to be in discrepancy mainly due
to scarce resources, as a result of a outturns overall balance of 1.464 trillion SSP (-9 per cent
of GDP ) in FY 2024-25 and -1.571 trillion SSP (-8 per cent of GDP ) is projected for FY
2025-26 respectively.

7. FY 2025-2026 Structural Reforms;

The PFM reforms adopted facilitated by PFM secretariat, Cash Management Unit and

committee as well as oversight committee to adopt and implement Action Plan for reforms in

R-ARCSS PFM priorities. In FY2025-2026, the Government will start the implementation of

some of the immediate actions:

(a) Ensure that salaries for civil servants are paid on monthly and through bank accounts

(b) Development of a comprehensive implementation plan in partnership with our
Development Partners in support of budget;

(c) Use macro-fiscal framework and cash plan to persuade the government operations and
budget credibility.

(d) Implementation of the Treasury Single Account to increase the revenue and minimized the
government expenditure;

(e) Expedite the monthly cash limit/allocation on the use of goods and services to spending

agencies base on the fiscal year approved budget.

4.2 FY-2025 -2026 Monetary and Financial Sector Policies

The Bank of South Sudan (BoSS) issued this Monetary and Banking Policy, for the year 2025
in accordance with the BoSS Act, 2011 as amended 2023. This year Policy is directed at
achieving and maintaining price stability to support the government of South Sudan’s objective
of consolidating a lasting peace and attaining macroeconomic stability. This policy is to guide
commercial banks and other stakeholders’ operations during the year 2025.

The Bank of South Sudan will continue to implement measures aimed at enhancing the

resilience of the financial system, to both internal and external economic and financial shocks.
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In addition, risk management will be enhanced by adapting the following monetary policy

objectives and targets;

Open Market Operations (OMO): involving purchases and sales of eligible securities
to regulate the money supply and the credit conditions in the economy. The Bank of
South Sudan shall continue to deploy the Term Deposit Facility (TDF) to tackle excess
liquidity, the Maximum TDF Bidding rate shall at 15%.
Central Bank Rate (CBR; The BSS will transmit to change the interest rates in short-
term. The Bank of South Sudan through the monetary policy committee has therefore
agree to maintain the central bank rate (CBR) at 15% percent for 2025 subject to regular
review during the year 2025
Foreign Exchange Reserves and Operations; the Bank shall strive to build its
international reserves to achieve levels that meet the East African Community (EAC)’s
convergence criterion on reserves maintenance. The bank will inject or withdraw excess
liquidity from the economy and to stabilize the market in the event of excess volatility.
And other structural monetary policy and reforms like; Government borrowing from
the Central Bank, Monetary Policy Communication, credit guideline, The Exchange

Rate Regime, Gold Project, Financial stability and etc.

General budget principles
All budgets should promote the Public Finance Management (PFM) goals of:

e Aggregate fiscal discipline-spending is in line with available resources, to ensure macro
stability;

e Allocative efficiency -allocating resources effectively across areas to achieve
development goals; and

e Operational efficiency -resources are used to create value for money

In addition, as South Sudan transforms into peace, stability and economic growth, budgets
should explicitly address, and demonstrate sensitivity, to the implications of the quality of life
of children, women and vulnerable groups.

Revenue estimates must be realistic.

Overall planned expenditures must not exceed the revenue the state government realistically
expects to receive.

Counties and states must not overestimate the amount of revenue they can raise to meet
expenditure expectations.

Reasonable state tax policies must be implemented. Adding punitive tax increases to cover
expenditure is damaging to the long-term ability to raise taxation and its unconstitutional.
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Budgets must be balanced.

Available revenue must be distributed across all agencies through budget ceilings approved by
the State Council of Ministers. Agencies must adhere to their budget ceilings during the
budget preparation process so that their expenditure estimates are within or equal to their
budget ceilings.

Institutional capacity to deliver programmes should be taken into account, including
constraints such as limited human resources and skills gaps. Only activities that can realistically
be achieved by the agency should be budgeted for. In addition:
e the time it takes to implement activities should be factored in;
e processes such as procurement & construction take time to complete, implying that
many activities will not be concluded within one year.

Given the spending limits imposed by the budget ceilings, agencies have to prioritise their
planned activities very carefully. States need to make trade-offs between expenditure on
personnel and expenditure on the activities that the personnel should carry out. For many
states a reduction in the wage bill to affordable levels is essential.

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Guidelines on Education Conditional Transfers to States and Counties for FY2024-25
August 2024

The majority of general education and instruction service delivery is the responsibility of States and Counties.

In order to facilitate sub-national service delivery, the Ministry of General Education and Instruction (MoGEl)

provides a range of transfers which ensure that every part of the education system has ear-marked funding.

These resources are intended to be used primarily to meet the costs of service delivery in schools and other

educational institutions, with a small proportion to cover the administrative costs of State Ministries of

Education (SMoEs) and County Education Departments (CEDs). The Ministry of General Education and

Instruction (MoGEI) oversees a range of conditionality, support and oversight to ensure that public funds are

fully accounted for and used to maximum effectiveness in providing services.

These guidelines cover education transfers to States, Counties, and service delivery units (SDUs) under state

and county mandates i.e., ECD, primary, AES community girls’ and ALP schools (for county level) and CEC,

TTI, TVET and secondary schools (for state level). National secondary schools, national TTl and national TVET

fall directly under MoGEIl administration. Similar principles however apply.

There are two transfer categories:

o Transfers to states and counties for their education administration (for salaries, and operating costs) —
These are sent through the State Ministries of Education for each month, and do not require a process
of application and approval by the MoGEl. (see Annex 2). These are released to each State Ministry of
Education (SMoE) by the Ministry of Finance & Planning (MoFP). Among other roles, the State Ministry
of Education is responsible to expedite the transfers of all funds meant for the Teachers, Schools and
Counties, immediately and fully. The SMoE is responsible to ensure necessary documentation (i.e.,
Paysheets for salary transfer & Invoice etc. for operating funds) are kept and submitted to MoGEI for
accountability purposes. All funds received must be accounted for. The MoGEI will take action in case
States do not comply with these provisions.

o Transfers to schools — These require schools to meet access and accountability conditions and be
approved by the Education Transfers Monitoring Committee (ETMC) before being released. In FY
2024/25 these shall be paid through SMoE, nominated pay agent or State Anchors in areas where there
are no banks. They include Capitation Grants to various Service Delivery Units (Schools). For these
transfers, the national MoFP and MoGEI are working on modalities so that once a school is eligible, it
gets its transfers fully and timely, as much as is practicable. Hence, on request from MoGEI (following
approval by the ETMC), MoFP will release funds to the SMoE, pay agent or State Anchor who are to pay
the concerned schools. The SMoE is responsible to ensure schools are served promptly. The MoGEI will
take action on any non-compliant SMoE. (see, Annexes 3-5).

Role of Ministry of Finance & Planning (MoFP)

* Release State & County Salary and Operating transfers monthly

* Release Capitation Grants (CGs) after approval by ETMC and receipt of invoice from the Hon.
Undersecretary, MoGElI.

* Institute & Operationalize the State Transfers Monitoring Committee (STMC)

*  Receive and review accountability of funds from SMoE/MoGEI

Role of Ministry of General Education & Instruction (MoGEl)

*  Through the ETMC, review schools’ qualification for CGs & issue invoice to MoFP for payment of
approved schools.
*  OQversight and Monitoring of all funds released to subnational structures & schools.
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Institute & operationalize the Education Transfers Monitoring Committee (ETMC) at both the
National & Sub-national levels.
Receive and review accountability of funds from SMoE with copy to MoFP

Role of State Ministries of Finance (SMoF) and County Administration Departments (CAD)

Participate in the State/County Education Transfers Monitoring Committee
Receive and review accountability of funds from SMoE & CED.

Role of State Ministries of Education (SMoE) and County Education Officers (CEO)

Once received from MoFP monthly, release State & County Salary and Operating transfers subject
to receipt of full documentation for release.

For SMOE, release Capitation Grants (CGs) to schools fully and promptly upon receiving the funds
from MoFP.

Ensure full accountability to MoGEI and MoFP with copies to SMoF

Supervise teaching in schools and ensure that head teachers are managing and supervising
functioning of schools.

Ensure that the inspectors are given clear directives on their roles in support of the CGs
programme.

Communicate these guidelines to schools, and generally support the process of implementation.
Nominate Human Resource Management (HRM) officers to get State & County and school staff
onto HRIS.

Role of Payam Education Supervisors (PES) and School officers

Enforce the use of the Daily Attendance Registers by the schools.

Ensure that schools are sending teachers and pupils daily attendance reports.

Support schools with difficulties in sending reports to the School Attendance Monitoring System
(SAMS).

Support Schools in getting their staffing data on HRIS/SAMS (in conjunction with the State HRM
nominees).

Ensure that schools are maintaining a logbook for teachers to daily sign in. The logbook shall also
be used to maintain records of lessons taught by every teacher. This should be in line with the
master timetable.

Receive accountability documentation from Schools (for Capitation Grants)

Role of Head teachers (HT)

Ensure that they track the attendance, and evidence of teaching, before teachers are paid.

Work with the SMC to pay teachers and manage CGs.

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Guidelines on Education Conditional Transfers to States and Counties for FY 2024-25, MOGEI, August 2024

Programme transfers details: Basic Education

Purpose of Transfers for Basic Education

The purpose of the transfers to counties for basic education is to facilitate the day-to-day management of education
delivery in Early Childhood Development (ECD), primary schools and Alternative Education Centers, with special
consideration for special needs and gender equity.

Description of Transfers for Basic Education

Salary: Salaries are for classified county-based education staff on SSEPS. For FY2024/25 Budget, salary rates have
been maintained as in the FY2023/2024 budget and are set aside for all staff on the payroll.

Operating: Running Costs for the County Education Department and Payam Education Offices and their functions.

Transfers for Service Delivery Units:

Capitation Grants for Primary, ECD and AES (ALP, CGS) schools are funded by the Government. The capitation grants
finance basic running costs including stationery and school supplies, school maintenance and minor repairs,
extracurricular activities, and transport.

Allocation Principles

Salary: The FY2025/26 data were determined based on SMoE payroll and staffing data submissions, alongside the
approved Ministry of General Education & Instruction structure. Amounts are based on the full application of the pay
scale approved by the National Government in 2023.

Operating: 60% of the total is shared equally across the counties and the remaining 40% is a variable component
based on number of primary, ECD, ALP, & CGS schools in each county. The allocations of all counties in a State are
summed up to form the budget allocation for county operating transfers for that State.

Capitation Grants: Each school will receive a base allocation and a per student allocation of Capitation Grants. The
per school and per student amounts are fixed by the ETMC and reviewed for each school year, and are specified in
guidelines sent to schools, and County and State education authorities.
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In the school year 2025/26 the Capitation grants shall be paid in several tranches to Public & Community schools
that pass six MoGEl-agreed requirements and have provided accounting for all funds previously received. Schools will
have to account for the previous tranches before they would receive further funding.

Programme transfers details: post-primary education.
Purpose of Transfers for Post-Primary Education

The purpose of the transfers to States for post-primary education is to enable them to provide oversight, coordination
and dissemination of policy for education delivery at the County level and to facilitate delivery of secondary education,
TVET and Teacher training.

Description of Transfers for Post- Primary Education

Salary: Covers salaries for classified staff at SMoEs, Secondary Schools, TVET centers and Teacher Training Institutes.
MoGEI provides salary transfer funding for teacher salaries, and not for non-teaching/ unclassified staff/ contracted
services. For FY2024/25 budget, salary rates have been maintained and are set aside for all classified staff on the
payroll.

Operating: Covers running costs of the SMoEs, TVET centers, including utilities, office supplies, and transportation
costs. SMoE duties include, among others: oversight of county delivery, direct management of Secondary Education,
TVET, and teacher training, inspection, supervision of private schools and consolidation of statistics.

Transfers for Service Delivery Units:

Capitation Grants for National Secondary Schools, and TTls are funded by Government — These institutions are to be
paid directly from the National Government and not as part of the transfers to States since National Secondary
Schools and TTls are national Service Delivery Units. The Capitation Grant to TTls includes grants to CECs. CGs for other
Secondary schools are funded by FCDO and other partner donors through Girls’ Education South Sudan (GESS) project.
The capitation grants to schools finance basic running costs including stationery and school supplies, school
maintenance and minor repairs, extracurricular activities and transport.

In FY2024/2025 the Capitation grants may be paid in several tranches to all Public and Community schools that pass
six MoGEl-identified requirements and have provided accounting for all funds previously received. Schools will have to
account for these tranches to be eligible to receive subsequent funding.

Guidelines on Education Conditional Transfers to States and Counties for FY 2024-25, MOGEI, August 2024

Salary: The transfer allocations for FY2025/26M were determined based on paid personnel data drawn from SMoE
payrolls and staffing submissions, alongside the approved Ministry of General Education & Instruction structure.
Amounts are based on the full application of the pay scale approved by the National Government in 2023.

Operating: 60% of the total is shared equally across the states and the remaining 40% is a variable component based
on number of schools in the State.

Transfers to Service Delivery Units:

Capitation Grants: Each qualified Public & Community school will receive a base allocation and a per student allocation
as capitation grant.

The Capitation Grants base and per student allocation rates will be specified in MoGEI guidelines for schools, States
and Counties mentioned above. Disbursement shall be done after approval by the ETMC.
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A summary of the transfer guidelines is in the table below (Annex 1).
Annex 1: Summary Table on the main transfers to States & Counties
General conditions for transfers to counties: (Must be met for a County to handle any transfers)
e Key County staff must be in place: i.e., County Executive Director, County Planner, County
Controller of Accounts and County Human Resource officer.

States with Counties that do not meet these conditions will need to choose a delegation plan for these
counties i.e., either payments go through the SMoE or through a nearby qualified County.

Guidelines on Health Conditional Transfers to States and Counties.
FY 2025-2026, (October 2025)
The majority of health service delivery is the responsibility of States and Counties, which are responsible
for secondary/tertiary hospital care and primary health care respectively. To facilitate sub-national service
delivery, the Ministry of Health provides a range of health conditional transfers, which ensure that every
part of the health system has earmarked funding. These resources are intended to be used primarily to meet
the costs of service delivery, with a small proportion to cover the administrative operating costs of SMOHs
and CHDs. The Ministry of Health oversees a regime of conditionality, support, and oversight to ensure
that public funds are fully accounted for and used to maximum effectiveness in providing services. As part
of this, all health transfers are overseen by the Health Transfer Monitoring Committee which sits monthly
and advises the Under-Secretary of Health as to whether health institutions comply with the transfer

conditions outlined in this document.
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Types of transfer covered in these guidelines.

These guidelines cover all the transfers to States and Counties. For the transfers that do not require an
application and approval process, this document lays out the purpose and use, principle of allocation, and
the flow of fund modalities. Those transfers include:

1. Conditional health salary transfers to States and Counties

2. Conditional health operating transfer to States and Counties

3. Operating transfers to State and County Hospitals
These guidelines also include information for the transfers that require an application and approval process,
ex-ante. These transfers include:

1. Grant for Primary Health Care Centers (PHCC grant).

General guidance about County health transfers

The MOH is aware that in most states, new counties are being formed, with implications at the payam level
too. In the course of the year 2024/2025, while states will budget for all counties, county transfers for
health will be sent as a supplement to Counties that have met the following basic minimum eligibility

conditions:

General conditions
o Key County staff must be in place: County Executive Director, County Planner, County Controller
of Accounts, and County Human Resource officer.
o The county must have a bank account with the County Executive Director and County Controller
of Accounts as signatories.
Health-specific conditions
o The County Health Department must have in place at least the County Health Director/County
Medical Officer the data manager/officer in of disease and surveillance, and one other officer
among the three positions in charge of nursing, pharmacy, or nutrition.
The relevant State ministries including the State Ministry of Health, the State Ministry of Finance, and the
State Ministry of Local Government, will assess the fulfillment of these conditions, and assist Counties that
do not meet them to upgrade their capacity. The SMoF, SMoLG and SMoH must work together as SMoF
and SMoLG are best placed to assess the fulfillment of the general conditions, whereas the State Ministry
of Health is best placed to assess the fulfillment of the health-related condition.
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I - TRANSFERS THAT DO NOT REQUIRE AN APPLICATION OR APPROVAL PROCESS

1. CONDITIONAL SALARY TRANSFER TO STATES AND COUNTIES

Purpose and Use

State conditional salary transfer should be used to pay classified staff at:

o State Ministry of Health

o State and County Hospitals.

County conditional salary transfer should be used to pay classified staff at:
o County Health Department

o Primary Health Care Centers (PHCCs)

o Primary Health Care Units (PHCUs).

MoH provides funding for health worker salaries each month and not for non-health/ unclassified staff.

Principle for allocation

The State and County Conditional Salary allocations for FY 2024/2025 were calculated using a new
methodology. The figures are based on minimum staffing requirements, established by the Ministry, and
an updated list of facilities. Please refer to Annex 1 and 2 for details on the State and County Salary

Transfer amounts.

Fund flow and accounting for salary transfers at the State and County level

Conditional state salary transfers

o The National Ministry of Finance and Planning (MoFP) transfers all salaries to SMoF, at a monthly
frequency. The SMoF should transfer conditional state salary transfers to the SMoH based on the SMoH
providing pay sheets approved by the State Directorate of Public Service, every month.

o Copies of pay sheets should be provided to the National MoH and the Ministry of Labour and Public
Service (MoLPS). Counties and State Ministries to facilitate oversight should keep scans of signed pay
sheets.

o The SMoH is responsible for the payment of salaries to administrative staff at the State HQs and at the
State and County hospitals.

o To ensure accountability, States have to work with Counties to ensure payroll splitting between States

and counties, and equitable deployment of health management staff among the counties of the State.
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Conditional county salary transfers

County salary transfers have been aggregated at the State level. As noted above, in each State the SMoH
together with SMoF and SMOLG, will determine to which Counties salary transfers will be sent and how
health staff working for non-eligible Counties will be paid. These decisions will be discussed with and
closely monitored by MOH, and formalized in the State’s County Delegation Plan.

In eligible Counties

o The State Ministry of Finance should transfer county salary transfers to the County Administration
Department (CAD) and not to the State Ministry of Health.

o The County Health Department (CHD) is responsible for preparing pay sheets and paying salaries for
all the PHCCs and PHCUs as well as staff from the CHD. In the case of delegation among counties, the
CHD is responsible for paying for these staff from their own County as well as staff from the identified
nearby newly-established non-eligible Counties, as per the County Delegation Plan agreed with the
SMoH — based on pay sheets prepared by these counties and provided to the CHD of the eligible county.
A consolidated payroll must be submitted to the County Administration Department and then presented
to the Directorate of Public Service.

In non-eligible Counties

o The County Health Department (CHD) is responsible for preparing pay sheets for all the PHCCs and
PHCUs as well as the CHD staff.

o In the case of delegation among counties, the CHD will provide these pay sheets to the CHD of
the neighbouring eligible county identified in the County Delegation Plan and staff will be paid
from this County.

o In the case of delegation upward, the CHD will send the pay sheets to the SMoH and staff will
be paid alongside state-level staff (see above).

States have to provide payroll data as a condition of receiving the conditional salary transfer. States
operating SSEPSI or SSEPSII should use the pay sheet format of this system. States not operating one of
these two systems should ask for guidance from the national MOLPS&HRD on the format to be used to
provide payroll data.

2. Conditional Operating Transfers to States and counties
Purpose and Use

Roles and responsibilities of State Ministries of Health:

e Provision/management of services at State and County Hospitals
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Oversight of CHDs’ activities and performance in the areas of clinical services, outreach and health
education, administration, and financial management and reporting

Capacity building and technical support to CHDs, hospitals, and facilities

Support to health facilities and HSIs (Service Delivery Units — SDUs) to meet the conditions to
receive direct grants

Oversight of expenditure and enforcement of compliance by subsidiary institutions

Compliance with conditionality, including all financial, payroll, and health-sector reporting
requirements

Coordination of partners in different areas, and general work to improve health status within a State.

State health operating transfers are allocated to each SMOH to fulfill these roles and responsibilities and

especially, facilitate the delivery of services by State and County hospitals, the oversight and inspection of

CHDs and health facilities, conduct education and outreach activities, and meet the running costs of the

SMOH. At least 50% of the transfer should be used to support the operation of State and County Hospitals,

and 20-30% for oversight of CHDs. State and County Hospitals are provided with operating transfers on

their own (guidance in section 3). However, this complements and by no means replaces the support that

must be extended to them by SMOHs of the State health operating transfers. Administrative and office

costs of the operations of the SMoH itself should not exceed 25% of the operating transfers so that spending

gives priority to service delivery.

Roles and responsibilities of County Health Departments:

Provision and management of health services through Primary Health Care Centres and Primary
Health Care Units

Oversight and supportive supervision of health facilities

Support to health Service Delivery Units (at this stage PHCCs) to meet the conditions to receive
direct grants

Community outreach activities, including health education and mobile service provision
Engagement with facility, village, and Boma health committees

Improvement of public health, through sanitation, etc.

Monitoring and reporting on disease outbreaks

Coordination of partners active within the County
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e Compliance with conditionality, including all financial, payroll, and health-sector reporting

requirements.

County health operating transfers are allocated to CHDs to fulfill these roles and responsibilities and
especially, facilitate the operation of facilities, oversight, and management. However, In the year 2024/25,
the top priority for these transfers is to fund the establishment of the Boma Health Initiative (BHI) in each
Boma, including the purchase of basic equipment and tools to supplement the BHI grant. It is expected that
at least 50% of the CHD transfers will be spent on BHI-related expenses, whereas at least 20% will be spent
on service delivery through supporting the PHCCs and PHCUs. The CHDs are required to conduct regular
supervision of facilities and must budget for these too. Concerning supervision of and support to PHCCs/
PHCUs, the CHDs will also be facilitated through basic healthcare support programs financed by
development partners, under MOH coordination.

The roles and responsibilities outlined above may be reconsidered and adjusted for the future, in light of
the higher number and smaller size of states and counties. In the meantime, and for the FY2025/2026,
considering the ongoing establishment of new Counties in most States, MOH will work with each SMoH
to determine (i) how best the above roles and responsibilities will be discharged, (i1) how county transfers

will be allocated accordingly, (ii1) where county-operating transfers will be released.

Principle for Allocation

State Operating Transfers

o Health State Operating Transfers have been allocated as follows: 50% as an equal share for all 10 states,
25% according to the population of each state, and 25% based on the number of Secondary Care
Facilities in the State.

County operating transfers

o County operating transfers were computed at the State level, using the following principles: 50% of the
total was allocated as an equal share according to the 79 counties, 25% according to population, and
25% based on number of Primary Health Care facilities in the State.

o County operating transfers have been aggregated into a state-level total but these MUST finance
county health operations and in particular contribute towards operationalization of the Boma Health
Initiative across all States, as described above.

A breakdown of state and county operating transfers is in Annexes 1 and 2.

Fund flow and accounting for operating transfers
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State conditional operating transfer:

o The SMOH DG is accountable for the SMOH operating budget.

o Every month, the National MoFP transfers all conditional transfers to the State Ministry of Finance.

o The State Ministry of Health cannot ask to receive the conditional transfer in one lump sum.

o SMoHs should make requests to the SMoF using the payment request form and should be accompanied
by supporting documentation such as an invoice. The accounting officer, the DG of Health, should sign

it. The SMoF pays the beneficiary directly.

o Note that transfers to Counties do not operate through this system and should be sent directly to the

County bank account.

o SMoF must provide monthly financial reports to the National Ministry of Finance and the State Council

of Ministers, and half-year and annual budget performance reports.
o SMoH should submit a narrative to SMoF of what has been achieved to date with the operating funds.

County conditional operating transfers

County conditional operating transfers will be allocated to all 79 counties. The SMoH should consider
using the formula used by the national MoH to allocate resources across all counties. Transfer releases will
follow the State’s County Delegation Plan.

In eligible Counties

e The State Ministry of Finance should transfer county operating transfers to the County
Administration Department (CAD) and not to the State Ministry of Health.
e CHD makes payment requests for health spending to CAD that pay the supplier/beneficiary directly.

In non-eligible Counties

e CHD prepares payment requests for the operations of all county health structures.

o In the case of delegation to the State, CHD sends prepared payment requests to SMoH
copying SMoF. SMoH does not have a mandate to approve/not CHD requests, but compiles
requests from several counties to submit by batches at an agreed frequency for SMoF
payment. On receipt of county requests from SMoH, SMoF directly pays expenses. SMoH
closely follows up that SMoF effectively pays the requested expenditures.

o In the case of delegation among Counties, the prepared payment requests are sent through

CAD to the delegated county’s CAD. The delegated county’s CAD pays these in the same
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way as it would for payment requests made by the county’s own CHD, although keeping

records separate. SMoH closely follows up that the CAD of the delegated county effectively
pays the requested expenditures.
For a more detailed rundown of the steps involved in sending these transfers to eligible and non-eligible
counties, please refer to “County Transfers - Guidelines for Management by States (Attachment C to the

State Budget Call Circular)”.

3. State and County Hospital Transfers
Purpose
e Hospital Transfers are transferred to State and County Hospitals to help them meet their operating
costs.
e The transfers are to finance basic running costs including sanitary and cleaning supplies, office
stationery, basic maintenance, and repair.
e The grants cannot be used to pay top-ups to clinical staff or for the procurement of pharmaceuticals.
e Non-profit hospitals, including government-managed, NGO, and faith-based can be eligible for the
grants.
These transfers complement, rather than replace, the funding provided for services through the SMOH
operating transfers. By providing hospitals with a basic level of direct financing, it is easier to ensure that
basic supply and maintenance needs can be addressed quickly. However, State Ministries of Health are
responsible for making the best possible use of the resources available to them to ensure that the hospitals
they oversee are fully operational and providing quality services. In addition to the Hospital Transfers, for
which SMOHs play an oversight role but do not handle the money, SMOHs must use at least 50% of their
operating transfer to support hospitals.
Principles of Allocation
Allocations to each State or County Hospital have been weighted depending on whether the facility is State
or County level. See Annex 1 for a breakdown of the hospital transfers per State.
Fund flows and accountability
e Hospitals must have a budget plan, key administrative and technical staff, and adequate
infrastructure to provide hospital services, records of staff attendance and patients, a bank account
with the Hospital Director and the Deputy Director for Administration and Finance as signatories,

and an independent oversight committee.
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e Hospital Transfers are transferred from the Ministry of Finance and Planning to the State Ministries
of Finance monthly. SMOFs must then transfer monthly the individual transfers directly to the
hospital bank accounts — and NOT through the SMOH account.

e The Health Transfer Monitoring Committee is responsible for overseeing the State and County
Hospital grants.

e Hospitals should report on the use of the transfers to SMOH and SMOF.

II- TRANSFERS THAT DO REQUIRE AN APPLICATION AND APPROVAL PROCESS,
CARRIED OUT AT THE NATIONAL LEVEL.

The Ministry of Health has developed Information Sheets and Access Guides for all the following grants.
Please refer to those, attached to this information packet, for more details and to find the application forms.

What follows here includes summary information.

1. Primary Health Care Center (PHCC) Grant

Purpose and Use

The objective of the PHCC grant is for the Government to provide funds to meet the operating expenses of
the PHCCs (including the PHCUs under their jurisdiction). In the future, it is intended that the Government
will take over responsibility for providing primary health care and facilitate ‘exit strategies’ for external
support.

The grant can be used to cover both administrative and outreach activities for qualifying PHCCs, please

check the Information Sheet for more details.

Principle for allocation

For 2024/2025, each qualifying PHCC was budgeted an annual amount of SSP 288,000. It can also receive
an additional SSP 72,000 for every PHCU under its jurisdiction, provided that it submits all the relevant
information about that PHCU in form A.

For budgeting purposes, the Ministry obtained an updated list of health facilities in every State and allocated
the funds across States based on the total number of facilities and some assumptions about qualification.
Thus, the amount allocated per State is only indicative and will likely not match the amounts that will be

sent throughout the year.
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Fund flows and accountability
Once the PHCC has submitted the information required to show that it meets the eligibility and access
requirements through the County Health Department to SMOH and MoH, MoH will assess the submissions
and confirm that all the conditions have been met through the HTMC.
e MoH will then submit a request to MoFP to release the funds.
e  MoFP will release the funds to the State Ministry of Finance, along with passing on the information
on amounts and bank accounts for each qualifying PHCC.
e The SMOF will thus release the funds directly to the PHCC accounts, and provide information on
the release to the SMOH and the County Administration Department, which should inform the
CHD.
e The PHCC will manage the funds and make all the necessary accountabilities and reporting before
subsequent releases are made.
Given the amounts involved, and the nature of expenditures expected, the PHCC grants shall be released
monthly.
To continue receiving the PHCC grant, the PHCC must submit reports indicating that they meet the
reporting and accountability requirements for the funds they received to date. All reports will be reviewed
and endorsed by the PHCC Committee before submission.
one month (30 days) after receiving the first tranche, the PHCC must:
e Submit a quarterly expenditure versus budget report using Form C
e Submit photographic/photocopied evidence of staff attendance in the past three months.
e Have “Routine (DHIS) Monthly Reports” for the last three months.
These documents will be due 415 days after the date of receipt for the first tranche. Failure to submit them
will stop the flow of the following tranches.

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Annex: Donor Funds Disclosure for FY 2025/2026
In alignment with the Government’s commitment to enhancing fiscal transparency, this annex is
introduced for the first time as part of the national budget submission to the Transitional National
Legislative Assembly (TNLA) for the fiscal year 2025/2026. It provides a detailed overview of donor-funded
projects, with a particular focus on those supported by the World Bank. The annex outlines project
descriptions, implementing agencies, donor commitments, funds utilized to date. Additionally, it specifies
the resources available for the upcoming fiscal year, totaling $348,980,549.66. Future editions of this
annex will be expanded to incorporate data from other development partners, further broadening the
scope of fiscal transparency.
It is important to clarify that these donor resources do not constitute direct budget support and are not
intended to address any budget deficit. Instead, their disclosure serves as a transparency measure to
inform both the Government and the public about ongoing donor activities. This approach helps to prevent
duplication of efforts and ensures that donor contributions are effectively aligned with national priorities.
By maintaining transparency, we aim to foster trust and collaboration among all stakeholders involved.
The primary objective of this annex is to improve budget credibility, minimize the risk of overlapping
sectoral allocations, and foster coordinated planning between the Government and its development
partners. By aligning external contributions with the Government's appropriations and expenditure
forecasts, the annex facilitates more efficient fiscal management and strengthens the principles of
accountability and transparency in public financial administration.
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
